Part 4: Safety

Along with the training session at the project start | will conduct a brief safety talk. Items
to be discussed will include dangers of horseplay, reasons to stay out of the, precautions
for hypothermia, the Buddy System, general first aid and location of first aid kits. Other
topics will be weather dependent such as sun screen or raingear.

During May the spring water runoff is unpredictable. So we will plan to safely cross the
stream using the upstream bridge.
If the river is too high and too
dangerous to cross, | will divide
the work parties and support
crews sending one group to the
far side using the bridge near the
Tumalo Falls Visitor Center.
This will slow progress
somewhat because it adds about
a %2 mile walk.

For the prevention of

hypothermia, there will be hot

chocolate available, coffee, a few

extra waders and everyone will

be required to bring an extra set

of clothes. During meetings preceding the project | will describe what kind of gear each
volunteer should bring to help stay safe. Also, I will implement the Buddy System while
the project is underway.

Before the project begins I will check with
appropriate authorities to assure that no underground
utilities are present in the work area.
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
